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About this booklet

This booklet is to help you to understand a little bit about Oversands School Residential
Provision, which we call Merewood or Cragwood, before you arrive. You may have to ask
your parent or carer to help you to read it, as some parts may be difficult to understand.

Important information

Pocket money & Rewards — You will be able to earn up to £10.00 a week in pocket money.
You can earn extra pocket money by completing daily tasks assigned to you or by
completing various jobs around the house, such as recycling. Rewards are also earned and
given and throughout the year, varying from extra pocket money, to books and days out!

Phone calls — You will have access to a landline phone to call home, friends and family if you
wish to or you can use your own devices if you want to.

Visits to and from special people in your life — Staff need to be made aware of any planned
visits so they can support you with this.

Visits to see if you’re happy — Each month we have a visitor to make sure that everything is
okay and you can talk to them about things you have been doing and anything that you may
be worried about. Every 6 weeks we have another visitor who checks that you are well
looked after and that the home is safe for you to live in. Once a year we have an inspection
from Ofsted and they will ask to talk to you about what it is like living in Merewood or
Cragwood

Medical needs — Most young people are registered with the local GP, if you are not feeling
well, let a member of staff know, we can access the GP or our local walk-in centre and A & E
department if needed. We also access a local dentist and opticians for regular check-ups. If
you take medication this will be locked away and given to you by staff unless you are able
to administer this safely on your own.

Therapies — You will meet our clinical services team during your time with us, sometimes
they will visit you in residential to do a planned session with you.

Access to your room — You will be given a key to your bedroom, staff will go in your room
during the day whilst you are in school to make sure it is clean and tidy.

Fire drills — These take place once a term, this is to make sure that in the event of a real fire
we know that you can leave the building safely.

Complaints procedure

We would like your time in Oversands to be a happy time and we hope that you don’t have
cause for complaint but if you do feel that you need to complain about something which
may be worrying you there are a number of ways to go about this:

Talk to a member of staff about your concerns
Talk it over with your keyworker (You will be given a keyworker before you start)
Talk to Mr Sherratt, our Head Teacher

If you are still unhappy or don’t feel you can talk to any of the staff available you can access
our independent person or our advocate — details are on our notice board.

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Your house

The names of our residential houses at Oversands School are Merewood and Cragwood,
we are situated on the main school site in Witherslack.

Merewood has nine bedrooms, Cragwood has three bedrooms. This is one of the bedrooms
to give you an idea of what your room could look like:

Each young person has a room of their own with an en-suite bathroom that has a shower,
sink and toilet. You will be responsible for keeping your room tidy with the help from staff.

We would like you to personalise your room when you start with
us, you can decorate with your favourite colours, choose your own
bedding and put pictures and posters on your walls. It’s really
important that you make this ‘your’ bedroom where you feel
comfortable and safe.

This is our main bathroom, for when you might want to have a nice
soak and relax in the bath.




These photos are of our lounge and games room. The lounge is a lovely space to relax, do
crafts, watch TV or use the computer. You can also use this room to meet with any visitors
that you might have so you can talk in private. The games room has a selection of consoles
and board games, as well as the ever-popular pool table.




House Rules

At Oversands all staff take your care and welfare very seriously. There are a number of rules
and guidelines that you will be expected to follow whilst you are living here. They are in
place to make sure that your care and safety is a priority and to make sure that your house
is a nice place to live in.

When you arrive, you will be involved in setting up these rules so that you feel they are fair.

Before you join us there is one rule that you will need to know and that is we do not
tolerate any form of bullying.

The support and care we give within Oversands is arranged in a way that no young people
will be left alone for long periods of time and staff are available for you.

Risk assessments and care plans are in place to ensure staff get to know you well, what you
like and how best to support you.

Upon your arrival you will have access to the Oversands Wi-Fi network, which is monitored
and protected by several firewalls that are in place to ensure appropriate use of the
internet. During the the course of your induction you will sign a usage agreement, detailing
the “Do’s and Don’t” that you need to be aware of.

Staff will go through all of this with you when you arrive at Oversands.




What happens each day

07:30—-08:55 — Time to get up, ready and have breakfast before going down to school.

08:55 — All young people go to school or the 16-19 centre, depending on where you are that

day.

09:00 — 09:30: Form time
09:30-10:15: Lesson 1
10:15-11:00: Lesson 2
11:00 — 11:20: Break Time
11:20 - 12:05: Lesson 3
12:05-12:50: Lesson 4
12:50 - 13:30: Lunch
13:30 — 14:15: Lesson 5
14:15 - 15:00 Lesson 6
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15:00 - Return to Merewood or Cragwood
17:00 - Evening meal (time can vary due to activities)
17:30 - Evening activities

19:30 - Onwards bedtime routines to start (age dependant)

Your School

When you live in Merewood, Cragwood or Coach you will attend Oversands School in
Witherslack.

Our houses are on the main school site so you can go down to school at 08:55 and return at
15:00, staff will take you down to school in the morning and collect you at the end of the
school day.
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Oversands can take up to 80 pupils. You will have all the usual lessons that you have in a
primary or secondary school. School staff will make sure that the timetable is right for you.

The local area

The village of Witherslack is within walking distance from school and the local towns of
Kendal and Grange Over Sands and the Lake District National Park are a short drive away.
There are lots of things to see and do to keep us busy and active. Water sports (outdoor
and indoor), gym, trampoline parks, library, lots of shops — the lists goes on and on!

On site we have access to the MUGA, adventure play park, Forest School area, gym and the
Music room where you can take part in music sessions.

Activities

At Oversands we love doing different activities and encouraging you to enjoy your own
interests too.

You will be asked what sort of things you would like to do and if there are any local groups
you would like to join such as dance, drama, rugby, music, swimming sessions, Cadets and
youth clubs.

Some young people go out on their own, this depends on their age and ability and mainly
once we all get to know each other.

We also do lots of group activities, both on site and off site. Children enjoy going mountain
biking, bowling, climbing, visits to the beach, trampoline parks, golf, cinema and lots more.

We have access to several of the school vehicles of an evening, so we can travel with no
problems to anywhere fun that you have in mind.
